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The br ight .  a i ry  saloon has good standing
headroom (5 '10+") .  There is  an L-shaped
dinet te to s tarboard,  which converts  to a
fu l l - l eng th  doub le  be r th  (o r  a  l a rge  s ing le
one) when the table is  lowered.  To por t
is  the gal ley,  wi th i ts  cooker,  s ink and
piped water  supply f rom the 15 gal lon
sta in less steel  tank in  the forepeak.  An
icebox is provided under the forward seat
of  the d inet te,  convenient  to  the gal ley.
At  the aÍ ter  end of  the saloon there is  a
long quarter  ber th to por t  and to s tarboard
there is  s towage space (or  even a chi ld 's
quarter  ber th) .  Maximum use is  made of
a l l  space to prov ide numerous lockers
and s l id ing- f ront  cupboards.

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The separate forecabin,  which can be
shut  oÍ f  f rom the main cabin by the door
to the head (Mar ine W C.) ,  has two good
berths (6 '8"  to  por t  and 5 '9"  to  s tarboard)
and a double ber th convers ion can be
provided i f  requi red.  The enclosed,  vent i -
lated head is to starboard and opposite
there is  space for  hanging c loth ing.  The
woodgrain p last ic  laminates used on the
bulkheads and table top,  the easi ly
c leaned v iny l  headl iners in  both cabins,
the natura l  wood t r im on cupboards,  and
so forth, and the choice of attractive
colours avai lable for  seat  cushions,  a l l
combine to g ive the in ter ior  a warm and
inv i t ing appearance.

Pageant ,  descr ibed by Yacht ing Monthly  as ' just  about  the
pinnacle of  smal l ,  fami ly-boat  design ' ,  is  a smal ler  vers ion
of  the very successfu l  Centaur .  L ike her  b igger  s is ter  she
was designed by Laurent  Gi les and Partners for  safe,  fast
fami ly  cru is ing.  Her twin keels,  whose shape and posi t ion
were establ ished by tanktest ing and have been proven in
pract ice by over  200 owners,  g ive her  the abi l i ty  to  dry out
on the t ide and sai l  safe ly  in  shal low waters.  She goes
wel l  to  windward,  is  wel l  balanced,  easi ly  handled and
responsive to the t i l ler .  Her f lared 'knuckle '  

bow and deep
cockpi t  combine to g ive dry,  comfor table sai l ing and the
space below al lows comfor table l iv ing when the passage
is completed.

DECK AND COCKPIT
The deep 6 '  6"  long cockpi t  is  comfor table and sel f -
dra in ing.  l t  g ives good protect ion f rom the weather  and
provides plenty of room for all the crew. Aft of the l ift ing
t i l ler  there is  a good-s ized stowage locker  Íor  warps,
fenders and other  deck gear.  The s ide decks are wide and
uncluttered, giving easy access to the foredeck, where
there is  ample room for  handl ing sai ls .  Two teak grab-ra i ls
are f i t ted to the coach-roof  and a l l  work ing sur faces are
treated wi th an ef fect ive non-s l ip  paint .

S A I L S  A N D  R I G G I N G
The standing r igging is  s ta in less steel  throughout .  Shroud
plates are through bol ted to backing p lates and the g lass-
f ibre is  specia l ly  s t rengthened in such p laces.  The sai ls  and
running r igging are Tery lene* and the mast  and spars are
gold anodised a l loy.  The standard inventory inc ludes the
ma insa i l  and  a  No .  1  j i b .

E N G I N E

The recommended engine for the Pageant is the Volvo
Penta MDl B 10 h.p.  s ingle cy l inder  d iesel  inboard.  This

economical and wel l -proven unit  wi l l  dr ive the boat at
speeds of up to 6 knots and give an economical cruising
range of about 350 miles on the standard 10 gal lon tank.
A 6 h.p. s ingle cyl inder Vire petrol  engine can also be
fitted.

CONSTRUCTION,  MATERIALS AND
OUALITY CONTROL
The boat is constructed in glass fibre reinforced plastics,
with a minimum of 8 ozs. per square Íoot glass mat (al l
hand laid) on the topsides and up to 20 ozs. oÍ  mat and
rovings over the keel stubs. Woven rovings provide extra
strength at key stress points, such as where shroud plates
are fitted. The foredeck is of balsa sandwich construction,
to give added stiÍfness. All materials used - from the paint
and resins to the oi led teak, stainless steel and marine
al loys -  are of high qual i ty.  Deck f i t t ings are through bolted
with backing plates and bulkheads are bonded in.  The
hull to deck joint is also through bolted and matted over.
The boat is subject to constant checks at every stage of
i ts construct ion, including moulding, to ensure that
Westerly's high standards are maintained. Each boat
carries a Lloyds' certificate.

MAINTENANCE
With the modern, low-maintenance materials used in her
construction, Pageant is easy to look after both during
commission and out of season. A minimum of t ime and
expense are required and the comprehensive operating
handbook that comes with every Westerly will show you
how to do what l i t t le maintenance is needed.

TRAILABILITY
Pageant can be trai led, but with an al l -up weight in the
region of 3 tons it is recommended that a specialised
towing vehicle,  such as a Land-Rover is used.
